Work progresses on Principal Keeper’s House .

We began exterior restoration of the wooden Principal Keeper’s house this past August. Plans are to replace and repair the roof,
clapboards and external trim and refurbish the inside including all new utilities, heat, electric and plumbing. The ultimate goal is
to incorporate a visitors center, interpretive exhibit, gift shop and accommodations for our volunteer summer keeper’s. Exterior
work will be completed by the end of June this year and interior work will be started later this summer.
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
